One year of successful college-level chemistry teaching experience, within the past five years.

Two years of professional-level work experience in chemistry, biochemistry, or a closely related field; or in chemical engineering, biochemical engineering, or environmental engineering.

Scholarly projects in the area of chemistry as defined in Section 20.4 (E2b) of the United Faculty contract. Such scholarly projects could include published journal articles, book chapters, presentations at professional meeting, and/or theses. 
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
