2. BA in a social science area or closely related field + 12 post graduate units in early childhood education/child development and four (4) years teaching experience in a licensed early childhood classroom.

3. BA in a social science area or closely related field + 18 post graduate units in early childhood education/child development and three (3) years teaching experience in a licensed early childhood classroom.

4. MA in Counseling, Social Work or Developmental Psychology plus four (4) semesters of full time college level teaching experience in Early Childhood Education courses.
5. Masters in Curriculum and “Instruction with a minor, specialization or emphasis on Early Childhood Education (minimum 12 post graduate units in ECE) and 4 years teaching experience in a licensed early childhood classroom.

6. Masters in Education with an American Montessori Society Early Childhood Credential and 4 years teaching experience in a licensed early childhood classroom.
