The minimum combinations is as follows:

1) 30 semester units of upper-division and/or graduate-level African Studies coursework, 15 units of which are graduate-level coursework in African Studies

3) 12 upper-division semester units in African Studies AND six scholarly books (or essays) published in African Studies demonstrating expertise in the field OR the equivalent.
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
