2. At least one year’s full-time experience as a registered nurse providing direct patient care.

3. Clinical experience within the last five years.  Clinical experiences within the last five years must be validated for clinical competency.  “Clinically competent” means that a nursing program faculty member possesses and exercises the degree of learning, skill, care, and experience ordinarily possessed and exercised by staff level registered nurses of the clinical unit to which the instructor is assigned.  (Clinical teaching applies toward direct patient care.)

4. Completion of at least one academic year’s experience teaching courses related to nursing.  Courses taught can be in pre-or post-licensure nursing programs, which include diploma, associate, baccalaureate, and master’s degree registered nursing programs.                                                                                                                               OR                                                                                                                                                                                                         Completion of a course which includes practice in teaching nursing.  A course in practice teaching is defined as a course given by an accredited college or nursing school which includes a teaching strategies, course outline and lesson plan development, practice teaching and evaluation.

ASSISTANT INSTRUCTOR

An assistant instructor in the nursing program shall meet the following requirements:  

1. Master’s degree in Counseling 

2. One year of RN experience 

3. One year of counselor experience in an inpatient acute psychiatric setting 

OR
1.    Baccalaureate degree from an accredited college which includes course work in nursing, or in natural, behavioral, or social sciences relevant to nursing practice.

2. Two years of employment experience as a registered nurse.  At least one of the years must be continuous, full-time experience in direct patient care practices as a registered nurse.
3. Clinical experience within the last five years.  Clinical experiences within the last five years must be validated for clinical competency.  “Clinically competent” means that a nursing program faculty member possesses and exercises the degree of learning, skill, care, and experience ordinarily possessed and exercised by staff level registered nurses of the clinical unit to which the instructor is assigned.  (Clinical teaching applies toward direct patient care.)

CLINICAL TEACHING ASSISTANT
A clinical teaching assistant in the nursing program shall meet the following requirements:  

1. Associate Degree in nursing from an accredited college. 2. Six years of employment experience as a registered nurse.  At least one year’s experience, within the previous five years, must be as a registered nurse providing direct patient care.  (A year of employment experience for a registered nurse means employment equal to a minimum of one year in a 24 hour per week position.) Clinical experiences within the last five years must be validated for clinical competency.  “Clinically competent” means that a nursing program faculty member possesses and exercises the degree of learning, skill, care, and experience ordinarily possessed and exercised by staff level registered nurses of the clinical unit to which the instructor is assigned.  (Clinical teaching applies toward direct patient care.
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
