1. CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 3:20 p.m. by Council Chair, John Christensen.   Helen Carr, McKinley Williams, & Mariles Magalong preceded this meeting with an All College Meeting on the college operating budget.

INTRODUCTION OF VISITORS:  There were too many present to introduce; however, Erik Suarez did introduce his new senators:   Gigi Green, David Robinson, Quanikki VanHook and Eunchul Yoon who are now the student representatives on College Council along with Erik Suarez.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  The agenda was approved

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  The minutes from December 11, 2002 were approved.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  a.  Second Reading of Honorary Degree Policy & Guidelines – consensus was reached to accept the policy and guidelines.

b.  Bulletin Board Policy – Barbara Allcox spoke on the distributed recommendation procedure.

It was agreed to keep the policy and enforce with the aid of MCHS interns through the Public Information Office.  

c.  Rothman Sculpture – John Christensen reported that Les Littman from the District estimated it would cost us between $25,000 to $30,000 to transport and install the sculpture.  President’s Cabinet agreed to rescind our offer to receive the generous gift.  Richard Akers had some concerns about the cost of the drawings.  It was agreed that was a moot point in light of the budget crisis.  Helen said we will send Mr. Rothman a very gracious and appreciative thank you letter but decline the offer.  

d.  Update of FYI Flyer Policy – Barbara Allcox spoke on the policy stating we are looking for economical ways to produce FYI’s on campus.  The policy will be rewritten from three pages to one page and brought back to College Council for approval.  

e.  Budget Update Status of 2002-03; Projections for 2003-04 – This issue was already discussed at the All College Meeting preceding the College Council meeting.

f.  Facilities Update – McKinley Williams said we are talking with the architects and will have a meeting with the library staff to start the process.  Gloria Gideon asked about the continuity of architectural design for all of the campus buildings.  Helen said we will try to keep the same structural design as the new early childhood education building.

NEW BUSINESS:  a.  Participation in CCLC Distinguished Alumni Award – John announced that we may want to try to participate in this year’s CCLC Distinguished Alumni Award.  Helen said that some of the programs honored in the past pale in comparison to ours.  Barb Ross said we have submitted names in the past.  

b.  How Do We spend our Money on Programs and Services – This discussion will be held over until March when we have some more definitive information on our college budget.

c.  Budget Advocacy Plan 2003/CCLC – John distributed the budget advocacy plan.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:  The students are trying to get 100 students (staff, faculty, and managers are welcome too) to go to the State Capitol on March 17th where there is going to be a march protesting the community college fee hikes and budget cut backs.  The march is from 11:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.  Jennifer said they are looking into AmTrak discount fares.  Linda Cherry announced that it is time for students to apply for the many scholarships available.  The deadline for the majority of scholarships is March 15th.  Gloria asked if the master list of scholarships could be distributed to various parts of the campus such as the library, counseling office, ASU, etc.  Linda said she will send it out.  Erik Suarez announced their board meetings will still remain on Thursdays and will begin at 1:10 p.m.  Helen thanked everyone from the Council who showed up at last month’s governing board meeting.
