1.  CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 2:35 p.m. by Council Chair,

2.  APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  The agenda was approved.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  The minutes from October 9, 2002, were approved.

4.  UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  a. Rothman Sculpture – Jennifer Ounjian-Auque distributed a brief memo from the subcommittee of their findings.  After some discussion, it was decided that the subcommittee needs to continue its research and bring answers back to the next meeting on three pieces of specific information:  1) the cost of transporting the sculpture to CCC; 2) if there is outside funding to support the costs of transporting the sculpture; and 3) does the college still want the sculpture here at CCC.

b.  Report on Development of Action Plans on Strategic Initiative Progress – Tim Clow encouraged constituency groups, especially students, to participate in the strategic initiative action plans.  The College has six initiatives and, currently, three are active.  Those serving on the action plans have discovered the use of data in their programs and are actively learning how to incorporate data formulas to be used with Datatel.

c.  Report on Constituency Information Dissemination – John Christensen announced the College Council agendas and minutes should really be distributed to everyone since they come under the jurisprudence of the Brown Act.  He will also work with Randy Watkins to produce a “public folder” on the e-mail for College Council.  

5.  NEW BUSINESS:  a.  Alternative Media Offered by DSPS – Teresina Steffes brought to the Council’s attention the fact that we need to be aware of the Title V laws.  The College is in compliance in most areas, such as close captioning on most of our videotapes; however, we all need to be cognizant of having campus materials i.e. department brochures, job announcements, etc. in alternate forms of publication.  Helen instructed Teresina to report this observance to her manager and her manger will bring it forth to the appropriate governing body to assure the College’s compliance with Title V in all areas.  

b.  Probation and Dismissal Policy Revision – Judy Mays distributed the draft of Probation and Dismissal Policy for CCC.  After some discussion, it was decided to change the document title to “procedure” that implements the district policy. Judy asked for changes, comments and will come back to the next meeting with a final copy as the document has already been approved by the various constituency groups on campus.  She will include the district policy on the document for the next meeting.

c.  Helen Carr proposed giving an honorary AA degree to Sy Zell, the Foundation Board President.  Once Mr. Zell graduated from high school he joined the Navy. He is 77 years old and has contributed a lot of his time and resources to helping educational institutions, especially Contra Costa College.  He is the one who initiated the annual CCC golf tournament we hold through our Foundation to raise money for scholarships.  Honorary degrees may be granted with approval from the governing board according to the Education Code.  A subcommittee will be formed to write criteria for selecting candidates for honorary AA degrees in the future.  Helen will also come back to the Council with written information on her proposal for Sy Zell to receive Contra Costa College’s first honorary degree.

d.  Proposal for College All Staff Fun Day – Helen Carr proposed we have an “end of the academic year fun day” for staff with a barbeque, games, etc. similar to the district’s office party.  A subcommittee of Teresina Steffes, Barbara Allcox, Barb Ross, Helen Carr and Jennifer Ounjian-Auque will bring back to the Council a proposal and ideas for this proposed event. 

e.  Change in Fee Charges at CCC – Helen Carr spoke on behalf of Jeanette who was not present.  The State Chancellor’s screened our catalog and schedules and discovered we are charging some illegal fees such as the $1.00 processing fee.  This will impact Jeanette’s office since that fee generated around $15,000 a year that she used for hourly employees.  Instructional material fees will be decided at the College Instruction Committee.  

f.  Reminder to Sign Up for Sexual Harassment Workshop – This is a mandatory workshop that all employees must attend.

7.  ANNOUNCEMENTS – Barb Ross announced the International Student Education Week  will be next Wednesday in the amphitheater from 12:00 to 2:00 p.m.  The CCC Big Band will be performing on Tuesday, November 26th at 7:00 p.m. in the John and Jean Knox Center for the Performing Arts with Julio Bravo appearing as the opening act.  Linda Cherry announced the scholarship program is going through some major changes this year: the selection process will be improved to make it more competitive and the awards ceremony will be held in the John and Jean Knox Center for the Performing Arts with a dessert reception instead of our usual banquet in the cafeteria.  

Erik Suarez announced the CalSACC (California Student Association Community Colleges) meeting will be held on December 6th in the ASU Chambers.  CCC is part of Region III.  The ASU, in conjunction with the Campus Police, is holding a food drive and food bins have been strategically placed around campus.  The bins will be used for a toy drive for the holiday season once the food drive is completed.  ASU agendas are posted outside the ASU office in the SA Building.  Helen Carr said the Council needs to address the budget situation at the next meeting.  She would like departments to bring in their PFE requests early so we can find alternative solutions to using PFE monies.  She would like to use our PFE monies to help with the proposed budget cuts for next academic year.  The ADVOCATE won another pacemaker award and Melissa Navas won Reporter of the Year.  Jennifer Ounjian-Auque announced club day will be held on November 27th in the amphitheater.  

8.  ADJOURNMENT:  The meeting was adjourned at 3:40 p.m.
