1. CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 2:35 p.m. by Council Chair, Susan Lamb.

2. INTRODUCTION OF VISITORS:  None

3. APRPOVAL OF AGENDA:  Agenda was approved.

4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  The minutes from November 12, 2003 were amended.  The “s” needs to be removed from “student” in student services in the mission statement and Mariles asked the sentence, “We will owe some $800,000.” be removed from 6b – 2003-04 Operating Budget Status - as we do not know at this time how much we will owe.

5. UNFINISHED BUSINESS: a) Vision Statement (second reading)
Tim reminded everyone that the vision statement is a statement of what we want to become and we have to be accountable for outcomes.  Jennifer said the managers did not meet consensus on the vision statement and will meet tomorrow to discuss it further.  Helen mentioned that in the accreditation standards there is nothing that mentions a vision statement.  Carol Barrick’s statement was a passionate statement of who we are already and not what we want to become.  Questions mentioned were  1) What we are? 2) How to get there? and 3) Where we are going?  Barb mentioned that we also have a Beliefs and Values statement in the catalog.  After some discussion, it was decided that all of these statements need to be reviewed by the Research and Planning Committee with an additional person from each contingency added to the committee. Carol Barrick will be the management representative; John Christensen will be the classified representative; Leverett Smith will be the faculty representative and Eun Chul Yoon will be the student representative added to the Research and Planning Committee to review and come up with a new vision, beliefs and value statement.  They will bring their ideas back to the next College Council on February 11, 2004.  

b) Memorial Benches – Linda Cherry said the architect will be meeting with the committee on Friday to share ideas and review prices as they are still using the prices from ten years ago.  The subcommittee will have something to report by the next College Council on February 11, 2004.

6. NEW BUSINESS:  a) Student Services Procedure 3027 – Student Code of Conduct 

Susan distributed the proposed new procedure.  After some discussion, it was decided that we will need more time so each constituency group has an opportunity to review it.  District was asking for a response by next month so the procedure could be approved at the January 27th DGC meeting.  Susan will respond to the district office and inform them we will not have a reply until after our next College Council meeting on February 11, 2004.
