ITEM 1. GOALS AND OBJECTIVES
The Associate in Arts in Psychology for Transfer (AA-T) degree is designed to prepare a transfer pathway for students who plan to complete a baccalaureate degree in Psychology or similar major at a California State University (CSU). With the completion of the AA-T in Psychology, students will possess foundational knowledge and skills that comprise the core content of the first two years of many baccalaureate programs in Psychology. The AA-T in Psychology is in alignment with the current mission of the college and the college’s strategic plan and initiatives. 

Psychology is the systematic scientific study of human and animal behavior and mental processes, including cognition, emotion, sensation, perception and interaction. In pursuing AA-T in Psychology, students acquire skills in research, information gathering, and analytical thinking. Students majoring in psychology develop critical thinking, problem solving and written and verbal communication skills. As psychology majors, students have learning opportunities that are relevant to many types of careers, including business, education, government, nonprofit organizations and within health and human services etc.

Students completing AA-T in Psychology are guaranteed admission to the CSU system, but not to a particular campus or major. Students transferring to a CSU campus that does accept this degree will be required to complete no more than 60 units after transfer to earn a bachelor's degree. The AA-T may not be the best option for students intending to transfer to a particular CSU campus or to a university or college that is not part of the CSU system. In all cases, students should consult with a counselor for more information on university admission and transfer requirements. The associate degrees for transfer (AA-T or AS-T) require completion and certification of the California State University General Education (CSU GE) or the Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum (IGETC) as well as the specific AA-T or AS-T major degree requirements. Students should work with a counselor to identify major coursework that can be used to fulfill CSU GE or IGETC categories. Students planning to transfer should contact a counselor for more information on program and transfer requirements.

Pursuant to SB1440, section 66746, a student must complete the following requirements in order to earn an AA-T in Psychology:
· Complete 60 semester units that are eligible for transfer to the California State University, including both of the following:

· The Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum (IGETC) or the California State University General Education – Breadth Requirements.

· A minimum of 18 semester units in a major or area of emphasis, 

· Obtainment of a minimum grade point average of 2.0.
· Earn a grade of “C” or better in all courses required for the major or area of emphasis. A “P” (Pass) grade is not an acceptable grade for courses in the major

The AA-T in Psychology requires a total of 20-22 major units of required courses and restricted electives from the categories below as indicated. A minimum grade of “C” is required in all courses.
