	This course introduces the vocal chamber ensemble skills needed to become a music major.  Musicians will study and perform vocal ensemble music in both small and large group settings.  Repertoire will include literature spanning musical periods from Renaissance to classical Contemporary compositions.  Students wishing to pursue an Associate in Arts Transfer degree must register for 1 unit each semester for 4 semesters.
