	This course introduces the jazz vocal ensemble skills needed to become a music major.  Musicians will study amplification, microphone technique, jazz phrasing, jazz tone, improvisation, and jazz style.  Repertoire will include literature from jazz styles:  blues, swing, latin, fusion, rock and reggae.
