	COURSE/CATALOG DESCRIPTION


	This course is a survey of American art focusing on the development and interaction of creativity in the visual arts among African Americans, Asian Americans, European Americans, Hispanic Americans, and Native Americans.


	COURSE OBJECTIVE

	At the completion of the course the student will be able to:


	Discuss the diverse use of art by pre-contact culture, including, Aztec,  Hopewell, Mississippian, and Puebloan Southwest.

	Identify and explain how artworks were used to create a national identity in the newly established United States.

	Analyze the portrayal of African, Asian, and Native Americans in history and genre paintings by European American artists in the context of the prevailing ideology of  18th, 19th, and  20th century European Americans.

	Explain the use of landscape painting as justification for westward expansion in the 19th century.

	Identity and analyze works of art used as either instruments of social change, or  validation of the status quo relating  to socio-political issues. 

	Explain the nature of the Harlem Renaissance and the use of art by the New Negro Movement to advance their ideals.

	Identify the major artists active in the Mexican Muralist movement and discuss their influence on artists practicing in the United States during the 1930s and ‘40s.

	Students will be able to identify works of art placing them in the time period, geographical area and/or culture where the art was produced

	Students will be able to identify the subject of a work of art based on iconographic elements contained in the work.
