	COURSE DESCRIPTION


	This is a course in compositional drawing in charcoal from still-life and other subject matter.  It is designed for students with an understanding of composition and design, and continues from ART 174, focusing on drawing from observation of still life materials.  The course also provides an introduction to concepts of abstraction, and continued use of charcoal and other drawing media on an 18 inch by 24 inch or larger format.  Projects in: still life studies, communication of line and location, construction of planes, contour/cross–contour, and light and shade.
