	This course is for students who wish to further their experience in ceramics. Students will learn more about ceramic materials, and will refine their skills in forming, wheel throwing, decorating and firing as applied to creating functional stoneware objects. Students will develop a more individual approach to clay. Since this is a skill based course, basic knowledge can be acquired in one semester. In order to attain excellence, skills must be developed. May be repeated three times.

	Formulate, mix and apply slips, glazes and stains.

	Combine handbuilt and wheel-thrown components in a single work.

	Throw large and complex forms on the potter's wheel, including altered forms and place settings.

	Load and fire electric kilns and load gas kilns.

	Understand aesthetics of functional ceramics.
