	Interpret a ground plan and section view, and explain the use of scale in technical drawing.

	Assess the importance of teamwork in carrying out a group project as it relates to technical theatre.

	Organize the building of a unit of scenery.

	Recognize and reflect proper stage protocol and professional attitude as well as master technical theatre vocabulary.
