	COURSE DESCRIPTION


	This course provides a comprehensive study of the fundamentals of music, integrating theory and music reading through solfeggio. Musicianship will be improved through the development of aural, vocal, conducting and reading skills. Also included will be aural recognition of intervals, rhythms, scales, and basic harmonies through applied music exercises, melodic and rhythmic dictation and sightsinging.

	Recognize, read, write, conduct and perform rhythm patterns in simple and compound meters.

	Perform solfeggio based on movable Do and Kodaly hand signs.

	Recognize, read, write, conduct and sightsing simple melodic patterns and understand their style and construction.

	Recognize, read, write and sightsing melodic and harmonic intervals.

	Recognize, read, write and perform using solfeggio and at the piano, major, minor and pentatonic scales

	Recognize, read, write and perform and the piano Half and Authentic Cadences in open and Closed Position

	Recognize, read, write and perform at the piano all triads and 7th chords

	Recognize, read, write and perform selected musical exercises using non- harmonic tones

	Recognize, read, write and perform at the piano and understand the harmonic relationships and functions of the chords built on the I, IV and V degrees of the scale

	Recognize, read, write and perform exercises using the principals of musical form in Periodic and Folk construction

	Read, write, and improvise exercises in Part Writing at the piano

	Read, write and analyze music in the chorale style

	Read, write, analyze and improvise on selected musical examples and exercises using Figured Bass symbols and contemporary chord symbols

	Recognize, read write and analyze the tonality and modality of selected examples and exercises
