 Proposed certificates fewer than 18 semester units and not 
approved by the Chancellor’s Office must not be called 
Certificates of Achievement and may not be listed on 
student transcripts. 

o All programs (Certificates of Achievement, Completion, and 
Majors) need program-level SLO plans when submitted to the 
CIC.
