I.  Disaster Preparedness

Darlene Poe reported that disaster preparedness was discussed at the last Safety Committee meeting.  The disaster supply cabinets on campus were inspected.  The Committee has a little money, so more supplies will be purchased.  Darlene will bring a list of the supplies to be purchased to the next meeting.  All building monitors have been given first aid kits, but if building monitors leave, no one knows where the first aid kits are.  

Tom Sharp is looking for food with a longer shelf life at army surplus stores.  The food in the supply cabinets must be thrown out when it expires, and more food is purchased.  McKinley Williams suggested having a food drive on campus for the disaster supply cabinets.  The Safety Committee is looking for a room in the GA-Building to place supplies. 

There will be a meeting for all building monitors on November 28.  More drills are planned, including in the evenings.

The Safety Committee also discussed an emergency siren on campus.  Tom Sharp is researching a wireless system.  Tom is also looking for good prices for battery-free flashlights, and he is working on purchasing another radio.  

II.  Accreditation

McKinley Williams presented this agenda item.  The next accreditation visit will be in October 2008, so it’s time to start thinking about the self-study.  Operations Council will be responsible for writing Standard III B, Physical Resources.  McKinley recommends the Council begin looking at the last self-study.

The Accrediting Commission is interested in seeing evidence.  There should be Minutes of Safety Committee meetings, documentation of everything that is purchased.  We are supposed to produce evidence that all of our campus and off-site locations have been inspected and evaluated.  All sites should be looked at periodically, at least once per year.

The Operations Council should begin to collect the information now for this section of the self-study.

Walter Masuda will be the editor for the self-study.  Various committees will write different sections of the self-study, and Walter will put it all together so that it is being written with one voice.  The self-study should be sent to the Accrediting Commission 45 days before the visit, but McKinley would like it to be sent in 60 days before the visit, which would be spring 2008.  

III.  Construction Access and Parking

Teresa Greenwell from the District Office presented this item.  There are two projects coming up that will impact campus parking.  One is the path of travel between the library, parking lot, and the AA-Building.  It’s not in compliance with ADA requirements.  A new path of travel will be created this summer.  Construction will begin as soon as the spring semester is over.  The construction crew will start mobilizing before school ends.  The area will be fenced off.  

Terence Elliott expressed concern about various activities going on during the summer, especially College for Kids.  Frank Hernandez told Teresa she should contact Peggy Fleming because this will affect students in wheelchairs.

When the library construction begins, the contractors will need space for their trailers and their equipment.  No one will be allowed in the area behind the library.  Teresa wanted to know whom she should work with and Frank advised her to contact Peggy Fleming and Alex Edwards.  Alex Edwards’ presence is needed at Operations Council and Frank will share his concerns with Alex.  

The meeting adjourned at 9:45 a.m.
