Notes on Tops Codes

GENERAL RULES:  

1.
For a topics course (100), all subcourses have the same tops code as the original course.

2.
ADJUS:  Overlapping courses between state-approved programs will be given the broader state-approved program code.

Problems

2.
Business 99 should be with all the business courses.

3.
We have engineering technology course work, but no approved program in engineering technology.  We have industrial technology course work, but no state-approved program.

4.
Non-destructive testing program does not have state approval.

5.
We don’t have a state-approved inspection technology program.

6.
Our program “Computer Graphics and Digital Imagery” has 0620.20.  That number doesn’t exist in the top code.

7.
Health Facility Unit Coordinator, has the top code 1208.30.  We can’t figure out what course this applies to.  It used to be under CNA as a unit assistant for our local title.

8.
The subject code for READ 100, 103, 110, 840N, and 876N is not in the catalog.

9.
ADJUS 100 A and B have conflicting names.  In the catalog they are called “Topics-ADJUS” and there is no ADJUS 100 in the catalog.

10.
Our Earth Sciences program is a compilation of courses from geography, physics, and geology.

11.
There is no state-approved program in Health and Human Services Substance Abuse.

12.
There is no state-approved Appliance Repair Program.
