I.  Children and Pets
It was announced that the policy prohibiting bicycles in buildings would be discussed with Agenda Item No. II.   Everyone was referred to President Williams’ e-mail about this item and whether signs should be posted around campus, and Carol asked for everyone’s thoughts.  Darlene said this should be a common sense issue and posting signs probably would have no effect.  It was the consensus that posting signs prohibiting children on campus would be rude.   

James said this is an enforcement problem.  The policies against smoking on campus and eating in classrooms aren’t always being enforced.  These would become more policies that aren’t enforced and posting signs would be pointless.  College Council approved the “No Children in Computer Labs” policy, and this is enforced.  It was mentioned that if a child is injured on campus, the college could be negligent if there is no policy against them being here.  

There is already a policy that only registered students can be in a classroom.  The biggest problem is unsupervised children.  There was agreement that children should not be allowed in classrooms.

Everyone agreed that when faculty and staff are bringing their children and pets to campus and still smoking, it is very hard to tell adult students they can’t do these things.   It must start with faculty, staff, and managers enforcing these rules, and it should be referred to a manager if it becomes an issue.  

Benny thought there should be a district-wide policy.  A discussion ensued.   The charge of Operations Council is just to decide how to notify staff and students about the directive from the president.  Most felt people won’t read or pay attention to signs if they are posted.  Current students could be sent an e-mail blast.  It all comes back to enforcement, but this cannot be enforced if people aren’t notified.

Plans of Action

1.
It will be put in the Student Handbook, the catalog, and on the website that due to liability issues, children are not allowed in the classrooms.

2.
It will be put in the Student Handbook, the catalog, and on the website that no pets are allowed in buildings and all pets on campus must be on a leash.

II.  Bike Lockers, Bike Racks, and Bicycles in Buildings

Bruce said the bike locks and keys are ready.  A policy is needed for bicycle locker rentals.  Bruce asked if a $20 deposit should be charged for keys.  Should there be a time limit for how long the lockers can be kept by someone?  It was the consensus to rent the lockers out for one semester. 

There was concern that bikes were being locked to pedestrian walkways, and this was limiting pedestrian and handicapped person access.  The campus has some unused bike racks that had been put aside during construction projects.  A discussion of locations for bike racks ensued. Bruce thought near the front door of the library would be a good spot to place the short bike rack.  He suggested that the long bike rack be placed in the delivery area near the SA-Building.  There is a bike rack between the science buildings, one behind the H-Building, and one by the men’s locker room.  The bike racks should be visible because people don’t like to use bike racks that are isolated because things can be taken off the bikes.

Terence said Thursday, May 15 is Bike to Work Day and a lot of people will be riding their bikes that day.  Many employees would not be using bike racks.

​Plans of Action
1.  
The bicycle lockers will be rented for one semester.

2.
A $20 deposit will be charged for bicycle lockers, which will be refunded when the keys are returned.

3.
A bike rack will be placed in the quad area near the new SSC.

4.  
A bike rack will be placed near the front door of the library.

5.
A bike rack will be placed on Castro Road near the entrance to campus.  (Bruce and Chad will check to make sure this is feasible.)

6.
Once the bike racks and lockers are in place and being utilized, enforcement will be important.  Chad reported that Police Services started issuing warnings last week and next week they will be cutting the locks and taking bikes chained to guard rails to Police Services.

7.
Bruce will send an e-mail Wednesday reminding everyone about the bike racks and lockers.

III.  Placement of Sirens

The placement of the sirens is still being discussed.  It must be determined if there should be one or two sirens and where they should be located.  Teddy Terstegge would like to at least place the one siren that we already have, but it’s still being decided where to put it, and if more than one is needed because this is a large campus.  An update from after the meeting – there will be one siren, and it will be located on the roof of the SSC.  It should be heard around the campus, and if not, additional sirens will be considered. 

IV.  Summer Food Service

The food truck will not be able to get into the amphitheater during the summer due to the path of travel work that will be going on.  One option is to put the food truck at the emergency exit near the library.  The vendor would like to be there as well.  
Plan of Action​
It was agreed that the food truck will be placed near the emergency exit near the library during the path of travel work during the summer.  Update from after the meeting – the food service truck is not available this summer.
V.  Traffic Pattern in the New Quad

Putting barriers in the new quad is being considered to keep people from driving through the plaza.  There are concerns that there may be vehicular traffic and removable barriers could be removed for emergency vehicles.  Chad said there has been bad luck at the other campuses with temporary barriers.  The temporary barriers tend to be ineffective.  Chad is worried about emergency vehicles needing access.

Plan of Action

No barriers will be placed there at this time.  We will watch and see what happens with traffic on the quad.
