The Minutes from the October 24, 2011 meeting were distributed and no one had any corrections.
I.  Smokers Above Three Seasons Patio
Chef Nader Sharkes has spoken to Bruce and Jose about smokers on Campus Drive, right above the Three Seasons patio.  Smokers hang out there and the cigarette butts fall onto the patio and the smoke drifts into the restaurant.  Nader would like this to be a “no smoking” area.  Bruce told Nader that he can post signs but he can’t enforce it.  There are faculty members smoking there as well as students.  
Smoking is only allowed in parking lots.  Those smokers would have to move to Lot 12 near the PS-Bldg.  It was felt that some could argue that the area above the patio is technically a parking lot because cars are parked along Campus Drive.  

Plan of Action
Donna will speak with the full-time faculty member who is smoking there.
II.  Ticketing Cars
Susan reported that there was a garbage pick-up behind culinary arts last week and the students had to be told to move their cars so the garbage truck could make the pick-up.  Susan requested the police to ticket the cars.  Cars also continue to park near the back entrance to the AA-Bldg. on the bottom floor.  Jose said it would be difficult to ticket those cars because Chief Gibson parks there.  Parking in these two areas behind the AA-Bldg. has been a problem for many years.  The culinary students have been told not to park behind the restaurant, but they continue to park there.  Jose said he can check the parking permits on staff’s cars and notify their managers.  Darlene suggested that Jose also speak with Principal Hattie Smith because MCHS faculty park in front of the back entrance to the AA-Bldg. on the bottom floor.  It was noted that there are other college staff who park there.     
Plans of Action
1. Jose reported that the police have already started ticketing.
2. Jose will contact the managers of the staff who are parking behind the AA-Bldg.
3. Vicki will advise Principal Smith about the parking concern for MCHS staff.
III.  Locking Classrooms
Susan reported that a staff member told her that she was locked out of her building at 9:45 p.m.  She called the police and was able to get back into the building, but it was an inconvenience.  Buildings aren’t supposed to be locked until 10:00 p.m.  Jose was aware of the incident and he confirmed that the exterior doors to all buildings are not to be locked until 10:00 p.m.  Sometimes the aides start locking up early.
Plans of Action
1. Jose will remind the police aides that the exterior doors to buildings should not be locked until 10:00 p.m.
