DISCUSSION ITEMS 
a) Car Pool Parking was discussed.  Currently there are 5 permits issued for the 15 parking space for Car Pooling.  Ideas to better market the program was discussed. b) Aaron Garcia brought the committee up-to-date on his project to establish a baseline carbon footprint for the campus.  The Building & Grounds vehicles use 19,338 pounds of CO2 each year & the campus utility bills reflect a usage of 1,809,500 pounds of CO2 used per year.  The statistics will be attached as part of the minutes.  Aaron is still working on the project & needs to compile more data from the rest of the school’s vehicles.
c) Arbor Day celebration is planned for March 13th in the Three Seasons garden.  Chef Nader will host the event. The school’s president will give a short speech for the occasion.
Chef Nader indicated that citrus trees, pear trees & roses are excellent for planting this year’s arbor celebration. 
d) Earth Day celebration is scheduled for April 22, 2015
e) Bike to School Day is scheduled for May, 2015
f) A short discussion was spent on the usage of small refrigerators & space heaters on campus.  These are very energy inefficient & consume a considerable amount of electricity each month.
Our committee put together a space heater policy for the campus & this will be put forward to the College Council for approval.
