CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 2:35 p.m. by Gigi Green.

INTRODUCTION OF VISITORS:  Teresa Greenwell District Office and Mario Rebholz, Construction Manager

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Agenda was approved.

OLD BUSINESS:  a) FFE Discussion - Contingent upon subcommittee's completion of work - Carol Barrick said the subcommittee does not have a recommendation today.  They anticipate bringing forth a recommendation to the September College Council meeting after they have convened again over the summer.  Recommendations have already been made and accepted for the Library and High Tech Center.

NEW BUSINESS:  a) CCC Solar Generation Project Update - After some brief discussion, the Council approved the solar panels.  A vote was taken for which style of solar panel was preferred in the parking lots.  Style number three, the one long flat design with no air space in between, received the most votes (9 votes).  Styles number one and two received 0 votes and style number four received 1 vote.  There was some discussion about possible vandalism to these structures.  The Council also approved the proposed placement of the solar panels on the rooftops of the GA, Gym, Library, and LA Buildings as well as parking lots 9 and 10 and perhaps the hillside outside of the President's Office across the roadway.  The Council still wants to know about the feasibility of placing solar panels on the Early Learning Center roof and placing solar panels at the AC Bus Transit Center parking lot.  There was preference for these two areas instead of the hillside outside of the President's Office because of significant concerns remain about vandalism and easy accessibility on the hillside.   It was agreed we should aim for enough solar panels to equal one megawatt in order to receive the maximum rebate and monetary benefit from PG & E.  Our current understanding is that unused rebate will not be transferable to DVC or LMC if CCC installs less than one megawatt.  The Council looks forward to moving ahead with this project.
